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Internal validity refers to how well a research study actually quantifies each dependent variable, as well as isolates influences to each dependent variable only by the interventions.  External validity refers to the accuracy to which the study results can be applied to the target sample/population.
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Inclusion criteria refer to characteristics of the subjects that are required for the subjects to be considered as a volunteer for the research.  Traits that would interfere with the validity of the study are referred to as exclusion criteria, and potential subjects that have these would not be allowed to be a part of the study.
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IV1 = tutoring with 3 levels (between groups)


IV2 = testing with 5 levels (repeated measures)
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Often times it is too expensive or too difficult to do.  Some gold standards may also have too much risk for the subjects.
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Benefits of numerous inclusion and exclusion criteria are improved internal validity and statistical power.  The detriment pertains to limited generalizability, or poor external validity.
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IV1 = club conditions (3 levels)


IV2 = shaft type (2 levels)
