1.  Intervention; control group, random assignment of subjects to groups





Note that many of you listed other features, but I stressed these three traits numerous times as being unique to good quality experimental research





2. OK, I was lenient on this, as all but 2 of you missed one of the factors.  This was a challenging question.





IV1= School level (Elementary, Middle, High)


IV2= Soda machines (Yes, No)


IV3= Time (Beginning, End of year)





Note that the variables socio-economic status, ethnicity, school size and presence of soda machines were all variables used to select the schools from each level.





3.
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This was actually a 3-way factorial design, as there were 3 IVs or factors.  The Time factor is important as this allowed for the comparison to see if body composition changed from baseline, or the beginning measurement.  Note that the Time IV is repeated measures IV, and each of School Level and Sodas IVs are between different groups of subjects.  Thus, we call this a mixed design 3-way factorial.  Some researchers also use the label of a between-within factorial design.





The answer of a cross-sectional design was not entirely wrong due to the pre-existing groups for school level.  However, the removal of the soda machines was a research- controlled intervention.  This is a good example of how some designs are a mix of multiple basic designs.

4.  Bringing sodas to school, replacing sodas with other high calorie low nutrition drink choices, easy access to sodas outside of school during school hours, etc.
