1.  The scientific method is a process that involves the development of a question, hypotheses, methodology to answer the question, completion of the methodology to acquire data with as little error as possible, the interpretation of the data in an unbiased manner, and the eventual publication of the results after peer review.





2. The main difference is that experimental research involves the use of random assignment of subjects to groups and the application of one or more interventions, where one group receives no intervention (control group).





3. This is student dependent.  However, a causal comparative design will have pre-existing groups that preclude the ability to assign subjects to these groups.  The grouping variable is the independent variable in this case, and could be 2 or more groups (levels of the IV).  As such, other variables (dependent variables) are then measured to learn more about differences between the groups and possible causal factors in subject allocation to a specific group.





4.  The confounds will depend on the study, but could include issues of history, maturation, diet, gender, ethnicity, university size, school size, family history, training, disease states, single vs. two parent families, etc.
