LabVIEW Exercise 7

In class we worked on programming using the tab function.  Remember that we controlled the tab function through the element number of a boolean array converted from a cluster boolian controls.  We placed this cluster conversion programming in the default (0) case.  We then used a nested case condition (True vs. False) to control the tab counter and therefore control the tab selected.

I want you to practice using the tab case condition programming feature to program the following.

Write a program that acquires simulated signal for submaximal steady state heart rate used to estimate VO2max.  Make sure you add some noise to the signal.  Have the user select options of the following:

a) Calibration, b) YMCA Protocol, c) ACSM Multi-Stage, d) Results, and e) Save to File

Obtain the needed data for the YMCA and ACSM multistage tests from one of Dr. Heyward’s Advanced Exercise Prescription texts.
